Since acquiring the Hamilton
Rosenwald School in 2007,
RRP has been working with the
local community to preserve
this historic building as well as
its legacy.

To date, about 100 former
students have been identified.
Some have been interviewed
in an effort to capture their
memories of this historic
school.

On September 11, 2010, a
reunion was held at the Hamil-
ton Fire Station to bring folks
interested in the project to-
gether. Over 100 people from
nine counties attended.
